She was hooked,
so was I. | loved the smells, the huge
panting equines, the big flaring
nostrils, and the faces of the kids as
they were concentrating to keep the
horse going in the right direction. |
just knew | had found a sport that |
could be completely at home with.

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The Ontario Reining Horse Association is home to TWO major futurities, both of

which require foal nominations. These are both closed futurities, meaning that
foals MUST have been paid up in order to participate.

The Sired Stakes Futurity

The Ontario Reining Horse
Association's Sired Stakes division of the
Futurity was established in 1999, and the
program has two objectives. First, in this
unique program, owners of foals sired by the
nominated Stallions need only pay one
payment of $75 to qualify to show in 2 year
old Pleasure, 3 year old Reining Futurity and
4,5, 6 year old Derby, making this one of the
simplest programs to promote your stallion
and their offspring. Second, the program
provides an opportunity to showcase the get
of the stallions, fo promote breedings and the
sale of the young horses from those
stallions.

Stallion owners and breeders need to
be aware that this is a closed program, which
means that to be able o compete in this
Futurity, the stallion must be paid up the
year that the mare is bred. There is no late
fee mechanism to retroactively make foals

eligible if the Stallion is not paid in the year
of conception.

Stallion owners may pay the
nomination or individuals who breed to the
stallion can make the payment. In the latter
case, a set percentage of the offspring
earnings, which would otherwise go to
the stallion owner, goes to the person(s)
responsible for paying the initial
nomination, plus the person nominating the
stallion receives a free foal nomination.

ONTARIO BRED, BORN OR OWNED REINING
FUTURITIES

The OBBO Futurity has been
promoting the Ontario reining horse for 18
years. Since the first committee was formed
in 1990 by Maurice and Shelly Price, it has
continued to grow.

Very competitive young reining horses
have continued to evolve from the OBBO's

Futurity program. To have a horse eligible for
the OBBO Futurities is simple. If you have a
residence in Ontario, and own a two year old
or three year old Reining Horse you would like
to show in either Futurity, your horse is
eligible. And if your horse was bred and/or
born in Ontario he/she would also be eligible.

f o al skes Futurities,e
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Both owners and riders must be ORHA
members and the required entry fees must be
paid according to the payment deadlines as
per the Futurity rules. The OBBO Futurity
rules are printed in the ORHA rule book and
are also available on the web.

There are five Futurity classes offered
each year at the Futurity show in London.

The classes are as follows:

1. Three year old Futurity Open

2. Three year old Futurity Ltd. Open

3. Three year old Futurity Non Pro

4. Three year old Futurity Ltd. Non Pro
5. Two year old Reining Pleasure

All classes will pay back according to the
NRHA payback schedule - 90% of all entry
fees paid will be divided into the 2 year old

pleasure (30%) and the 3 year old reinings
(70%), with 10% retained for administrative
expenses.

A Graduate Award is of fered to each of the
Open, Ltd. Open, Non Pro, or Limited Non Pro
rider, for the horse with the highest number
of graduating points from the 2 year old
Reining Pleasure and the 3 year old Reining
classes. The horse must have been shown, but
not necessarily placed, both years.

Few people are fortunate enough to share their passion with the people that they love. Ken, Dana,
Evan, and Cole, however, are an exception to the rule. Each of the Van Alstine'’s has excelled in the
reining show pen but more importantly, they have all aided and supported their fellow reiners and
family members. Whether it be Dana, known for her attentive coaching, Ken, for his exhilarating
runs, or Cole, for his ear-to-ear smile, the Van Alstine’s have all been active in the Ontario reining

He and Dana had been
showing horses since they were kids and
had never experienced anything
so exhilarating. They were hooked. Soon Ken

to their stallion, and started raising of fspring
and training them in reining.
By the mid 90's, they had decided to
sell the Hotrodder stallion and all of the
western pleasure and hunt seat horses. It was
time to concentrate strictly on reining horses.
" We really enjoyed meeting everyone at
the reinings," said Dana, "it is a great place
for families to be together enjoying the same
sport. People were so friendly and it was a
good atmosphere for our boys, Evan and
Cole. The ORHA youth has grown so much
from when we got started. I think it is every
parent's dream (in the horse world) to watch
their kids show a horse. Both Evan and Cole
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have been involved with the horses and
showing. I think reining keeps our family
close because we have a common interest and
we get a chance to travel places together.
Over the past couple of years Cole has had
the opportunity to show in OKC twice. I gave
up my horse's spot in the trailer so Cole could
compete in the Affiliate Finals in OKC. We
were very proud of him and it was worth not
competing myself just to see him show.

"This year, Ken, Cole and T had the
opportunity to visit Germany and watch the
European Futurity. We
experienced everything from going through a
castle from the 1700's to driving down the
Autobahn at extremely high speeds. I was
there to coach for a week which was very
rewarding. The lady I coached ended up
improving her scores by 4 1/2 points and
has won her first Open Lawson Bronze."

When asked about highlights in their reining
experiences, Dana listed a number of them,
including Smokem Hotrod, which was one of
the first reiners they raised and trained, and
Ken won his first NRHA bronze with him at
the Ohio State Fair. For Ken, probably one of
the biggest highlights was becoming a Non-
Pro Futurity Finalist in OKC, along with his
3rd place finish at Congress with Willow
Brook Whiz.

And both parents are so proud of Cole
winning the Affiliate finals in 13 and
under Youth a couple of times and watching
him show in OKC and tying 8th-9th in the
world in the 13 & under Youth.

Dana's highlights include showing at the
Wimpy Derby with Lethal Surprise and
marking 74's on him after a lot of hard
work, Top Tens at the Congress for both her
and Ken, watching A Flashy Rooster show in
OKC and becoming the 2005 Reserve Open
Futurity Champion (a horse they bred and
raised), working with her customers, seeing
them achieve their goals and being successful
in the show pen, meeting new people
from other countries and selling horses

(Germany,
Switzerland,
Brazil and
Israel),

and more
recently,
coaching an Open rider at the 2009 European
Futurity.

When asked her advice for families getting
into reining, Dana says, "Find someone you
trust and admire to help you find a horse, a
horse that is good-minded, talented and fits
within your budget, a coach who is well
respected in the industry, someone that has a
good reputation, is patient, positive and has
your best interests in mind. Get out and meet
people at the shows. Talk to your fellow
competitors. Have funl Enjoy the best equine
sport there islll"

And it is people like the Van Alstines who
make it just that.
